RJMT-01 Rajasthan - Ex: Udaipur 
Duration: 04 Nights 05 Days 

Places Covered: UDAIPUR | MT ABU 
 

Day 1: Arrival Udaipur – Overnight Stay 

On arrival at Udaipur Airport/Railway Station, our driver will meet and greet you with 
traditional Indian welcome NAMASTE. Meet with your driver and drive directly to city. Upon 
arrival check in to hotel. Udaipur is known as ‘City of the lakes & Palace’. Evening is a leisure 
time or visit Bhartiya Lok Kala Mandir (Folk art museum). Overnight stay in Udaipur. 

Day 2: Udaipur City Tour 

Post breakfast full day city tour to visit City palace & Museums and Saheliyon ki Bari or Garden 
of the Maids of Honour. Also visit Jagdish Temple which was built by Maharana Jagat Singh, 
located in the centre of the old town and to the north of city palace. Evening enjoy the boat 
ride at lake Pichhola (on direct payment basis) and explore the local market. Overnight stay in 
Udaipur. 

Day 3: Udaipur - Mount Abu (160 km/04 hrs approx.) 

Post breakfast check out from hotel and drive to Mount Abu.  Mount Abu is in Sirohi district, 
sharing border with Gujarat and only hill station of Rajasthan on Aravalli range. Check in to the 
hotel and enjoy the cool and calm atmosphere of Mt.Abu. Visit the famous Nakki Lake which is 
more beautiful in the evening. Brahmakumaris Vishwavidyalaya can be also vsisted which is the 
key centre for spiritual awakening. Overnight stay at hotel in Mount Abu. 

Day 4: Mount Abu 

Today post breakfast visit Dilwara Jain Temple which was made by Vimal Shah. Dilwara Jain 
Temple is the fine example of architecture and it’s a pilgrim centre for Jain community. Later 
on, visit Guru Shikhar, sunset point, scandal point etc. Rest of the day at leisure or explore the 
local market on your own. Overnight stay at Mount Abu. 

Day 5: Mount Abu - Udaipur Departure (160 km/04 hrs approx.)  

Arbuda Devi Temple (Adhar Devi Temple) can be visited early in the morning for darshan. It 
has 365 steps and it’s among the shaktipeeth. Drive back to the hotel & post breakfast check 
out. Then drive to Udaipur Airport and board on to your flight for onward destination with the 
beautiful memories of Rajasthan Tour.

Jaisalmer is known as the 
Golden City of Rajasthan and established by Rawal Jaisal in 12th century. Sharing border with 
Pakistan and endless sea of sand makes it the desert city. Overnight stay in Jaisalmer.  

Day 5: Jaisalmer City Tour – Camp Stay (40 km/01.30 hrs approx.) 

Today get ready to explore the city. Visit Jaisalmer Fort, Havelis (Patwon-ki-Haveli, Salim 
Singh-ki-Haveli), Gadi Sagar & Museum. Afternoon timely check out from the hotel & spend 
your time in city tour.

World Heritage Sites in India. Allauddin Khilji who coveted Queen Padmini of Chittor, invaded 
the city in 1303 A.D. Queen Padmini and the women of the court sacrificed themselves in a 
pyre rather than submitting to Tughlak dynasty. This sacrifice is called ‘Jauhar’ and you can 
see this in the famous Indian movie ‘Padmavat’ about the story of Rajput clan and their 
kingdom of Chittor. Other attractions are Victory Tower and Bheem Kund. Head back to 
Udaipur and evening enjoy the boat ride at lake Pichhola (On direct payment basis). Overnight 
stay at hotel.  

Day 3: Udaipur Half Day City Tour – Kumbhalgarh (90 km/2.3 hrs approx.) 

After breakfast check out from the hotel and go on a half day city tour of Udaipur. Visit City 
palace & Museums and Saheliyon ki Bari or Garden of the Maids of Honour. Also visit Jagdish 
Temple which was built by Maharana Jagat Singh, located in the centre of the old town and to 
the north of city palace. Afternoon drive to Kumbhalgarh and upon arrival check in to the hotel 
and overnight stay at hotel. 

Day 4: Kumbhalgarh - Jodhpur (180 km/04 hrs approx.) 

Kumbhalgarh is in Rajsamand district of Rajasthan. It was built in 15th century by Rana Kumbha 
and occupied till 19th century. Far from city hustle bustle, massive structure and the breath-
taking views mesmerise the tourist. It is now the second largest fort after Chittorgarh and part 
of UNESCO World Heritage Sites. Amazing fact about the fort is, it has the second largest wall 
in the world after Great Wall of China. You can see the Jain Temples inside the premises and 
the key attraction is ‘Badal Mahal’ on top of the Fort.  

Post visit check out from hotel and drive to Jodhpur. Jodhpur city set in the stark landscape of 
the Thar Desert- was once the capital of the Marwar state. It was founded in 1459 A.D. by Rao 
Jodha.If time permits you may visit Umaid Bhavan to see the royal collection of vintage Cars 
and the palace.
